TOPIC: SPORT                                       CEF LEVEL: B1/B2
LANGUAGE FOCUS: Tenses – Present, Present Perfect, Simple Past

TASK OUTCOME: To conduct an interview with a famous person

STAGE 1

Ask the students to name some famous footballers. Ask what they think these people will do when they can no longer play.

Ask if any of them have heard of Gary Lineker. He used to be a footballer and now he presents football programmes on TV.

Hand out the tasksheet of the interview and get the students to work in pairs trying to guess what the questions might be.

STAGE 2

Play the recording once without pausing so they can get the gist then play the interview again and the students can complete the questions.

It might be necessary to pause the recording to give them time to write.

STAGE 3

Check the completed dialogue.

STAGE 4

Put the students into pairs to practise the Gary Lineker interview.

STAGE 5

Tell the students to think of a famous sports personality and to imagine what he/she will be doing in twenty years’ time. One of them is that person and the other is the TV interviewer. They must devise an interview similar to the one with Gary Lineker and they are going to act it out for the rest of the class.

The students prepare their interviews and then act them out. If you have the means to film them, it will be even more authentic and they enjoy watching their performance afterwards.
