                LESSON PLAN FOR THE TOPIC PETS

MATERIALS

· Enough copies of the picture and word cards to allow one 

     per pair or group of students.

· A copy of each worksheet for each pupil

· The recording of the song

STAGE 1

· Ask the students (using L1 if necessary if they have any 

     pets. Ask them if they know any English words for pets. 

· Present the vocabulary using the pictures as flash-cards. If you think some of them know it already, you can play it as a

‘Which animal have I got behind my back?’ game 

STAGE 2

· Hand out a set of picture cards and a set of word cards to each pair or group of students.

· The students match the words to the pictures.

· They then shuffle the cards and turn them over and play the memory game turning up two cards at a time to see if the word matches the picture.

STAGE 3

· Hand out the worksheet with the song. Teach them the song and sing it together.

STAGE 4

· Get the pupils to draw pictures of the animals in the boxes.

· The first ones to finish can go on to do the puzzle activities worksheet.

· They can then go on to do the writing worksheet.

NOTE: The slower ones can finish the worksheets at home.

             If any or all students are not confident readers and writers, 

             the last two worksheets can be omitted.
